Epiphany 
Blessing 
Matthew writes that 
when the magi saw 
the shining star stop 
overhead, they were 
filled with joy. "On 
entering the house, 
they saw the child 
with Mary his 

mother" (Matt. 2:10-11). In the home, Christ 
is met in family and friends, in visitors and 
strangers. In the home, faith is shared, 
nurtured, and put into action. In the home, 
Christ is welcome. 

Twelfth Night (January 5) or another day 
during the season of Epiphany offers an 
occasion for gathering with friends and family 
members for a blessing of the home, using 
the following as a model. Someone may lead 
the greeting and blessing, while another 
person may read the scripture passage. 
Following an eastern European tradition, a 
visual blessing may be inscribed with white 
chalk above the main door; for example, 20 + 
CMB + 12. The numbers change with each 
new year. The three letters stand for either 
the ancient Latin blessing Christe mansionem 
benedica, which means, "Christ, bless this 
house," or the legendary names of the magi 
(Caspar, Melchior, and Balthasar). 

After the inscription and blessing, all may 
walk from room to room, blessing the house 
with incense or by sprinkling with water, 
using a branch from the Christmas tree. 

 

 

Begin with: 
May peace be to this house and to all who enter 
here.By wisdom a house is built and through 
understanding it is established; through 
knowledge its rooms are filled with rare and 
beautiful treasures.    See Proverbs 24:3-4 
 
As we prepare to ask God's blessing on this 
household, let us listen to the words of 
scripture: 
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word 
was with God, and the Word was God. He was in 
the beginning with God. All things came into 
being through him, and without him not one 
thing came into being. What has come into 
being in him was life, and the life was the light 
of all people. The Word became flesh and lived 
among us, and we have seen his glory, the 
glory as of a father's only son, full of grace and 
truth. From his fullness we have all received, 
grace upon grace.       John 1:1-4, 14, 16 
 
This inscription may be made with chalk above 
the entrance of the home: 
20 + C M B + 12 
The magi of old, known as 
C: Caspar, M: Melchior, and B: Balthasar 
followed the star of God's Son who came to 
dwell among us  
20: two thousand 
12: and twelve years ago. 
+: Christ, bless this house, 
+: and remain with us throughout the new year. 
 
Conclude with: 
O God, you revealed your Son to all people by 
the shining light of a star. We pray that you 
bless this home and all who live here with your 
gracious presence. May your love be our 
inspiration, your wisdom our guide, your truth 
our light and your peace our benediction; 
through Christ our Lord. Amen.

2012 SOUPERBOWL OF CARING 

On Sunday February 5, 2012, if history is any 
guide, the world will be watching as two of 
the teams from the National Football League 
play for the right to be called Super Bowl 
Champions. On that day, while millions eat 
and drink at parties while watching the game, 
millions more will go hungry. 

In 1990 the “Souper Bowl of Caring” was 
born. In that year, the youth of Spring Valley 
Presbyterian Church in Columbia, SC 
addressed the issue of hunger with this Super 
Bowl Sunday prayer: “Lord, as we enjoy the 
Super Bowl football game, help us to be 
mindful of those without even a bowl of soup 
to eat.” 

The prayer inspired this single church to 
invite 21 other congregations to join them in 
collecting $5,700, which was donated to local 
charities that provide assistance to the those 
in need. Over the past 20 years, more than 
$50 million has been raised in cash and food 
for organizations that fight hunger. From a 
single prayer and a single youth group, the 
Souper Bowl of Caring has become a 
powerful nationwide movement that 
touches more lives each year. 

At Messiah, this will be our sixth year 
participating. Through your generosity we 
have given over $4000 and 1,700 food items 
directly to the Maine Township Food Pantry 
due to collections around the past 5 Super 
Bowls! In 2011 alone, we donated over 
$1200 and 800 food items! For that, we 
thank you! This year the confirmation class 
will again lead the event and are hoping that, 
with you help, we do even better! 

  

 
We ask that on February 
5th, as you leave 
worship, you drop a 
donation, no matter how 
big or how small, in a 
soup pot. Your donation 
will go directly to the 
Maine Township Food  
Pantry. With your help, more dollars will be 
raised, more lives will be changed, and more 
young people will experience the joy of 
serving Christ by serving others.  

Additionally, you can bring a non-perishable 
food offering that we will also deliver to the 
Maine Township Food Pantry, there will be 
baskets in the Narthex labeled “Souper Bowl 
of Caring” beginning Sunday January 22nd 
and remaining until Super Bowl Sunday.  

The over 35 million people in the United 
States who live in food insecure households 
would fill over 500 NFL stadiums! Three 
million dollars will be spent for a 30 second 
commercial during the Super Bowl and many 
more millions of dollars are spent to enjoy the 
Super Bowl experience. However, it can also 
be a day we choose to turn our thoughts and 
dollars towards those without a bowl of soup 
to eat. 

Please do not forget a special donation in the 
Soup Pots after worship. Checks can be made 
out to Messiah Lutheran Church with a note 
on the memo line for “Souper Bowl of 
Caring.”

MESSIAH MOVIES 
 WE BOUGHT A ZOO 
(now showing) 
Based on the real story of 
and adapted from the book 
by Benjamin Mee. Benjamin 
(Matt Damon) is a recent 
widower who, with 
rebellious 14 year old son 
Dylan and precocious 7 year 
old daughter Rosie, decides 

to relocate to provide a new start for the kids 
and get away from the city that reminds them 
of wife and mother. They find a house they 
love in rolling hill country … and then discover 
the house and property includes a zoo.  

This is a delightful, touching film. The real 
story is, as usual, not so much about the zoo 
as it is about the people an their relationships. 
Benjamin is concerned about his children, 
especially his son who has gotten into more 
and more trouble at school since the death of 
his mother. Dylan expresses himself through 
graphic, violent drawings, showing only on 
paper the deep despair he is in. Benjamin loves 
his son, but has no idea how to reach him … 
and so they embark on the radical new 
adventure that is the zoo.  

Benjamin’s relationship with his daughter is 
sweet and special – despite being only 7, Rosie 
takes care of her dad with joy and love, and he  

returns the favor in kind. 

Benjamin’s brother, Duncan, also catches the 
“zoo bug,” and rediscovers a joy in life that 
he thought he had lost. The staff at the zoo, 
the animals, and even the deceased mom, 
Katherine – all these relationships are shaped 
by Benjamin’s character.  

There are many terrific moments in this 
movie, examples of good parenting (and 
bad), life lessons learned (and re-learned), 
all supported by Benjamin’s conviction that 
life is an adventure to be lived. The people 
who love us, and whom we love, shape who 
we are and who we will become. Benjamin is 
shaped by his brother, his wife, his children, 
and even the old tiger Spar in the zoo. In 
turn, he is able to give his children the 
incredible gift of love and family, even in the 
face of sadness and despair. 

This movie is for older children, 9 or so and 
up. There are about 4 swear words (why 
can’t they just leave those out? I’ll never 
understand) that are a little much for 
sensitive ears.  Aside from that, the presence 
of death and watching adults struggle with 
adult issues (money, responsibility, dating, 
etc.) might be a little much for very young 
kids. But overall this is a wonderful family 
film that I recommend.
